There is a possibility that the bus service will be
reinstated in July. There is at least one road in the parish that is scheduled for resurfacing and the

repairs to Lea Brook Lane are temporary.

Councillor McNamara reported on a meeting with the Estate, Wentworth Woodhouse and the residents
association. The Woodhouse is proposing further parking on the site of the old swimming pool and running
a shuttle service to the visitor areas. It was noted that the Estate is considering charges for car parks,
Members raised concerns that this would create more on street parking issues as visitors sought to

avoid the charges.

RMBC have installed air quality monitoring equipment on Main Street, it was noted that WRA have queried
the location of the equipment.

Councillor Annetts reported that the litter bin near to the bus shelter opposite Church Drive, has been
damaged and needs replacing.
